· Many students entered their common app user name and password incorrectly so please email Ms. Heller your username and password if you think you did it incorrectly.  The other problem might be that you have not yet registered for the commonapp.  If this is the case please do so as soon as possible at www.commonapp.org 
· Some of you have not yet filled out your recommendation waiver on Naviance.  Please do this ASAP.  Most of your teachers will not write your recommendations until this is complete and they know whether or not you have waived your rights.
· You MUST notify your teachers ASAP what your earliest deadlines are.  Many teachers prefer that you update this information on naviance instead of telling them in person.  Once you put your schools under “I am applying to” and enter in regular decision or early action/early decision naviance will automatically let your teachers know your earliest deadlines.
· Reminder – until you have put all your colleges under “I am applying to”, ask your teachers for recommendations on naviance, fill out the waiver, and add your common app schools onto the common application, none of your recommendations/transcripts can be sent out!!
· IMPORTANT – Some people have not been showing up for their allotted essay time with Ellen.  PLEASE make sure to cancel ahead of time if you cannot make your essay meeting!!  She is only here once a week and there are MANY more students who would like your spot. It is not fair to them or to Ellen who is donating her time if you just don’t show up.
