FEE WAIVER INFORMATION

In order for a student to be eligible for a fee waiver under the SAT fee waiver program they must meet eligibility requirements below.  If they are eligible, they can receive a total of 4 test fee waivers (2 for the SAT I test and 2 for the SAT II tests).  In addition, students can get fee waivers for 4 private school application fees.  SAT fee waivers are can not be used with SUNY and CUNY applications, please come to the college office for more details about waivers for these schools.  

In order to receive appropriate fee waivers, students must bring in a copy of the front page of their primary parent/guardian’s most recent tax return (the 1040 form) to the College Office.  Students whose parent/guardian don’t work due to disability, or whose families are receiving social security benefits, or students in foster care are automatically eligible for fee waivers.  Please come to the office with any questions or concerns.
