The program involves meeting with editors and producers; attending and covering Yankees, Mets, Jets and Liberty games; and reporting, writing, editing, designing, and producing a 12-page edition of The Princeton Summer Journal for the program's final day.  Students live on campus and eat in one of the university's cafeterias; meet with the Princeton's president and the school's dean of admissions along with people who can offer guidance on about college process.   To apply for the program, you must meet the following qualifications you must:  (1) be entering your junior or senior year of high school in fall 2007; (2) have at least a 3.0 grade point average (out of 4.0); (3) demonstrate an interest in journalism; (4) have the combined income of your custodial parent(s)/guardian(s) plus child support payments, if any, not exceed $45,000.  This program is intended for students from under-resourced financial backgrounds.  If the combined income described above exceeds $45,000 and you still wish to apply, you can attach a note explaining why you believe your family qualifies as financially under-resourced.
