GENERAL INFORMATION:

· DO NOT LET SENIORITIS KICK IN – please note that colleges can REVOKE YOUR ADMISSIONS DECISION if you change your academic course load significantly or if your grades take a dive after you have been admitted.  All colleges will get a transcript with your midyear grades in February and your final grades in July.  If you read the fine print, you acceptance letters will often indicate that, “This offer of acceptance is made on the condition that you successfully complete your senior courses and graduate from secondary school.”  Don’t make the mistake of giving them a reason to get in touch with you over the summer to tell you they have changed their minds – THIS DOES HAPPEN!  So forget coming to ask me if it is ok to drop math or science.  NO!

· Approximately three weeks after mailing all admissions materials, you should call each school you applied to and find out if they have received all necessary paperwork.  Don’t wait for them to contact you.

· Please make sure that you are filing financial aid forms in a timely fashion.

· Make sure that you have sent your SAT scores from The College Board to the schools you have applied to.
