IV. SCHOLARSHIP INFORMATION AND OPPORTUNITIES

The Albert Shanker College Scholarship Fund (sponsored by the United Federation of Teachers) is offering scholarship of $5,0000 (over 4 years) to those students who meet the income criterion and are eligible to apply for a Pell Grant.  Scholastic average, class standing, overall school record, recommendations, school and community service and potential academic success will all be considered.
