· SAY THANK YOU to your teachers and advisors who wrote your recommendations.  They helped and had a role in your success.
· Don’t forget to update the college database with the college you are attending or your final transcript will not be sent (and that causes problems when you try to register for classes in the fall).
· DON’T BLOW IT!  Remember, colleges can REVOKE YOUR ADMISSIONS DECISION if your grades take a dive after you have been admitted.  SHOW UP FOR CLASS!  DON’T PROCRASTINATE!  HAND IN THAT LAST ASSIGNMENT!  JUST DO IT!  Don’t give them a reason to tell you they have changed their minds – THIS DOES HAPPEN!   You are so close to reaching a major achievement – HIGH SCHOOL GRADUATION.  Stay focused and do what needs to be done.

 SCHOLARSHIPS

Scholarships are listed by application deadline and then alphabetically.

· The Elizabeth Darguste Academic Excellence Award Scholarship provides a way for graduating seniors of color to alleviate some of the costs associated with a college education.  In order to apply, you must be of minority background; be a U.S. Citizen or legal permanent resident; have a minimum GPA of 80 or 3.00 on a 4.00 scale; apply for federal financial aid; and plan on attending an accredited college or university.  Deadline is June 12, 2006.  For an application, contact Ms. Binder in the College Office.
· Scholarship Guide for New York City Students is now available for downloading from the New Visions website. The number of scholarships in the guide has doubled since last year and we added a large amount of scholarships for international and undocumented students.
