Include a copy of your essay both as an attachment and in the body of the email (in case there are problems opening the attachment).  Give yourself a break . . . don’t procrastinate! · Do you have an INTERVIEW coming up? Come by the College Office and set up a mock-interview with Amy or Liz (our College Office Interns).  Be prepared.
