· FREE!  On April 28th, take a stress-free, fear-free, just plain FREE practice SAT or ACT at the Princeton Review’s NATIONAL TESTING DAY.  Visit PrincetonReview.com/NTD or call 800-2Review (800-273-8439).  NOTE:  While this test day is free, Princeton Review offers test prep classes for a fee.  Be aware that you don’t need to sign up for those classes to take this free test.
· IF YOU HAVEN’T TURNED IN YOUR JUNIOR PACKET . . . NOW IS THE TIME!  No packet, no meeting!  Don’t dilly-dally.  If you have not already done so, please fill out the junior packet and meeting preference sheets.  They can be returned to the College Office during lunch on Mondays, Thursdays and Fridays.  Remember, you must complete BOTH the packet and the meeting preference sheet (signed by a parent) or they will not be accepted.  If you have lost either the packet or the meeting sheet do not fear, just come by the College Office to get a new set.
