· Something simple to do to get started:  Since every college application requires you to list all the classes you are currently taking and plan to take Senior Year, type up a list of these classes.  When you begin to fill out applications, all you have to do is cut and paste this information onto your application.  Put together your HIGH SCHOOL RESUME.  Check out the College Portal for a template that will make this a very simple process.  Again, every college will ask you to list awards, community service, jobs, skills, etc.  With a High School Resume, you can either cut and paste the information, or attach a complete copy to your application.  Also, bring this along to any college interview you have.
